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I. Korean Language Program
1. Hansei University Korean Language Program consists of two programs:

Regular programs and Short-term programs. It also offers Test of Proficiency in Korean
(TOPIK) programs.

2. The regular program is a one-year course and is divided into spring, summer, fall, and

winter quarters. Each quarter consists of 10 weeks.

3. Short-term program are divide into two categories: a regular intensive four-week course
and special short-term courses with customized periods.

4. Each program is divide into three levels: beginner, intermediate, and advanced classes.

5. Each program includes a cultural experience program to experience Korean culture.

||. Regular Program
The regular program is designed for foreign students both here and abroad who want to
learn Korean language systematically or finish higher education in a college during regular

semesters in Korea.

The Korean study program at the Korean Language Center is intended for students with a
high school diploma or higher.
(However, depending on the nature of the curriculum, there may be certain limitations such
as academic background and career experience.)

3. Pragram Introduction

Students applying for the Korean Language Institute's Regular Program for the first time
must take the level test to determine their class level. This placement test will divide
students into Beginner (2 stages), Intermediate (2 stages), and Advanced (2 stages]) classes.
Students who have not studied Korean before are automatically assign at to the Beginner
level without the class level test, but can change their class within one week after the
quarter starts.

One Korean Language Course regular program semester consists of 10 weeks, 5 days a
week (Mon.-Fri.), 1 hours per day. Each day is divided into 3 hours of using the textbook
with the instructor, which includes listening, speaking, reading, and writing exercises. 1 hour
is allotted for reading, utilizing contents from the main textbook or various reading topics,
Korean songs, TV programs, Korean movies and other methods to help students learn about
Korean culture,
